MUSIC – INSTRUMENTAL LESSONS

The beginning of Year 7 is a good time to begin to learn to play a musical instrument, to try learning a different instrument or to continue to increase playing skills with further lessons.

Instrumental lessons are available in strings, woodwind, brass, guitar, drums and singing.  Lessons are mostly held during the school day.

Students who already learn an instrument will be found a place on the scheme. These students should contact Ms. Denny in the music department in Kenny as soon as possible at the beginning of term. 

Students wishing to begin lessons will all be given the opportunity to meet the teacher and find out more about it.  We take on as many beginners as we can, but there is often a waiting list.

Our normal starting instruments are:-

Flute, Clarinet, Saxophone, Trumpet, Trombone, Guitar, Drums, Bass Guitar, Singing, Violin, Cello 
We try to provide instruments for beginners who need them, so that no one is put off by the high cost of loan or purchase schemes. 
Making music is great fun. Performance is an important part of learning and there are opportunities for students to take part in concerts, festivals and other events.
